
DISPLAY TEAS ARE A FEAST FOR EYE AND PALATE

Display teas are hand-made by the artisans in eastern China from tea leaves gathered in early 

Spring. The leaves are young and delicate, preventing them from turning bitter as display teas 

linger in the cup. They are individually packaged for convenience and are available in two 

varieties: Red Bloom and Jasmine Green. A box of ten retails for $10.

Gourmet tea sales in the United States continue to grow at double-digit rates, gaining wider 

acceptance in both the specialty and mass retail. The quality of tea in restaurants and coffee 

houses has also improved dramatically.
